NEWS FROM YOUR 
GENERAL MANAGER! 

The golf course has been very busy the last few weeks.  I 
would like to think it is because our course conditions 
have been very good.  I have heard many comments from 
Greens Fee players about Edelweiss being in the best 
shape of any golf course they have played.  It makes me 
feel good to hear things like that.  Having said that, there 
are still many areas we need to address.  We will continue 
to work on those areas until they are just as good as the 
rest of the golf course.  You will notice some more small 
flags out on the golf course again.  These flags are 
marking where we will potentially add more cart paths.   
 
In the back of this newsletter there is a survey that I want 
everyone to fill out.  I need to know how important the 
restaurant is to the membership.  Last year we saved 
$55,000 by not operating the restaurant at all.  While the 
food selection was very limited, we saved quite a bit of 
money.  This survey will give me a better understanding 
of the direction we need to go.  Thanks in advance for 
taking the time to fill it out and turn it in.
